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This exhibition gathers together a wide range of some 60 works including drawings, collages, pastels, and mixed media paintings spanning a 60 year career by Vince Tutton (1943 - 2016). He was an internationally known artist who lived in Cornwall and made the Poltesco valley and Helston his base. He was a teacher and inspirer of other artists in many locations across the world but his own work had an intensity and emotional power, which reflected his inner thoughts and feelings. 
The exhibition features landscapes from the many different and varied places where Vince lived and worked including Wales, Cornwall, Italy and Spain. The exhibition shows the change Vince’s vision underwent over the years maturing to a complex form of abstraction involving writing and many layers of paint, pastel, charcoal etc.
Artists and life long friends Mick and Thea Arnold describe Vince’s artistic process for the exhibition catalogue “The surface, built of charcoal, pastel, water colour, gouache and graphite, drew the observer in, deep into the landscape, into an evocative and mysterious place, deeper into the spirit of the landscape and to Vince himself.”
Vince Tutton’s work reached a wide audience because of the power and intensity of his art. His sense of colour which at times is minimal and at others explodes with the heat and passion of the many European and exotic locations he travelled to, also reflects the inner colours of his own emotions which also have a universal connection.
Vince exhibited his work in solo and mixed exhibitions internationally in Miami, USA  - where he was a Fulbright Scholar, Pisa in Italy and across the UK including London, Cardiff, Wakefield, Falmouth, Penzance and Truro. 
Jayne Zito, one of Vince’s daughters who with her mother Irene, has curated the exhibition says, “We have chosen a selection of paintings that give the audience only a glimpse into a lifetime of work. Selecting work has been challenging as we have felt the responsibility of choosing works that not only tell my father’s story, but the extent and breadth of his skill, the importance of place, of the studio, of family, of his students, of his friendships. 
My father, through his art, offers us all an invitation to view his story through a Window, a view of emotion and of memories.”
About the Artist
Vince Tutton was born in 1943 in Ferndale in the Rhondda Valley in South Wales and this is where his career as an artist began. After studying Fine Art at Cardiff and Newport Colleges of Art from 1962 – 1966 he went on to gain his Postgraduate diploma from Leeds University in 1967. He continued his studies after receiving several Italian Government Scholarships at the Academia di belle Arti, Florence, and at the University of Florence between 1967 and 1973.
In 1977-8 he studied for and gained a higher diploma in Arts Education relating to the community.  In 1982 Vince then became a lecturer at Wakefield College teaching on their Combined Arts Diploma course.
In 1983 Vince and his wife Irene moved to the Poltesco valley on the Lizard near Ruan Minor.
Vince travelled widely especially in Europe. He returned to Italy where he had first visited in the late 1960s for the next 30 years. He also had residencies in Spain and Sicily where he produced series of art works based on those visits including Valparaiso, Spain 1994 - 95; Fraginesi, Scilly – 1995 and El Cachete, Spain 2005 and his later travels to Sri Lanka.
Vince began teaching at the Centro d’ Arte Verrocchio in Tuscany, Italy in 1983 creating long lasting relationships with many students who came to study with him for the next 27 years.
In 2017 the family and friends of Vince curated the first posthumous exhibition in Tuscany ‘ A View from Corbino’ which included over 80 paintings and drawings representing his relationship with Italy from 1969.
